Tiger Den Meeting #2

November 15, 2010 6:30 p.m.

Gathering

· Hand out/fill out Family Survey and Auto Insurance forms.
· Reminder re medical forms.
· Take attendance.
· Light snack/drink and games.
Opening
· Recap re flag ceremony and why we do it.
· Present the colors.
· Review the following Bobcat requirements:
· Repeat the Cub Scout motto: Do Your Best.  Practice a Den cheer based on the motto.

· Repeat the Cub Scout Promise: I, [your name], promise to do my best, to do my duty to God and my country, to help other people, and to obey the Law of the Pack.  See page 29 of the Tiger Cub Handbook.  Stress again the importance of getting a copy of the Handbook--parents also use it to record achievements accomplished at home.

· Say the Law of the Pack [you will be a good Cub Scout].

· Tell what Webelos means (We’ll Be Loyal Scouts).

· Learn the Cub Scout sign and tell what it means (the sign represents and looks like Wolf ears.  It signifies “I’m ready to listen” and the two parts of the Promise: “help other people” and “obey the Law of the Pack.”  Discuss Akela.

· Show the Cub Scout handshake and tell what it means (two parts of the Promise).

· Practice a den cheer:
“We are the Tiger Cubs

And no cubs could be prouder.

And if you can’t hear us, 

We’ll say it a little louder!” [repeat]

· Introduce Scouting forms of “applause”:

· “Round of applause” (move hands in a circle)

· Gimme a big hand (hold one had out)…louder (hold out other hand)

· Mosquito applause (slap all over)

· Train applause (tap hand up arm to shoulder and then say “choo choo”)

Business Items/Activities
· Re-introduce each Scout and attending parent.
· Recap recent Den activities: Emerald Bay Family Cub Scout Weekend November 5-7, day hike in Red Rock November 14
· Review need for medical forms and car driver/insurance forms for tour permits; discuss new electronic system (only need to do this once unless info changes)
· Review need for Family Survey forms to help prep for future outings and meetings
· Discuss possible new website concept: check out http://www.troop1wla.org/
· Do balloon stomping game while adult partners set calendar for upcoming year (see next agenda item)
· Discuss Den activities for year while balloon stomping game is going on
· Review list of Den activities circulated earlier.  Assign “sponsor” for each event and calendar a specific date for each 

· Next Den activity: Camp Josepho December 11-12.  Explain what Josepho is all about and what activities we can do there.

· Review advancement -- the five achievements (making my family special, where I live, keeping myself healthy and safe, how I tell it, let’s go outdoors).   Need three achievements in each category.  Tiger Cub Badge is earned when boys have completed all 15 parts of the five achievements.  Goal is for all Scouts to earn before end of the school year.

· Follow up re Tiger Cub Handbook and how it fits in -- parents record achievements as well.  Make sure all Scouts have a copy of the book (available through Amazon:

http://www.amazon.com/Scount-Tiger-Handbook-Spiral-Bound/dp/B002W5D05S/ref=sr_1_4?ie=UTF8&s=books&qid=1289933003&sr=8-4 but it is much cheaper at the Scout Stores; recommend the spiral bound version as it is more durable and easy to leave open flat while working on achievements, etc.)

· Reiterate importance of family involvement -- hosting meetings on rotating basis, attending meetings and outings with the Scouts.  Discuss how this differs from Boy Scouts later in the Scout’s life, where the boys run the meetings.

· Review code of conduct with the help of the Scouts: only one person speaks at a time, be nice to everyone, always let anyone participate who wants to 

Recognition Of Achievements

· Confirm which scouts completed their achievements assigned at last meeting and award achievement beads: 
· Picking a chore to do at home and doing it (Achievement 1D--earns first orange bead)
· Starting a scouting scrapbook (Achievement 1F -- earns first white bead) 
· Award belt loops:

· Hiking belt loops for those who went on Red Rock hike

· Belt loops for those who went to Emerald Bay

· Do “Tigers are pawsome cheer!”

· Next go see it: Achievement 1G--go to a library, historical society, museum, old farm, historical building, or visit an older person.  Make it fun!
Closing
· Confirm the location and date of the next Den meeting (December 14 or 21? -- decide what is best for everyone given the holidays)
· Remind everyone again of the upcoming Pack meeting on December 2.
· Retire the colors.  Scouts at attention using the salute they learned during the meeting.
· Clean up: explain that Scouts always leave an area -- whether camping or meeting -- as clean, or cleaner, than they found it.  Introduce Leave No Trace concept.
· Turn in all completed forms.
