Gathering

· Gathering activity – orange relay (page 3-16 of How To Book) or Car and Driver (page 3-15). Parents blow up balloons and tie strings onto them for the balloon stomp game later in the meeting.
· Reminder re Family Survey, Medical and Auto Insurance forms.
· Take attendance.
Opening
· Recap re flag ceremony and why we do it.  Introduce Baedan and parent(s).
· Align in a horseshoe this time.
· Present the colors to the center.
· Before the pledge of allegiance, make the following introductory statement:

Growing up is an adventure.  Every day brings new and exciting things into our lives.  
Scouting opens many new doors for boys as they develop in character, personal fitness, 
and citizenship.  As we salute the United States flag, let’s think about all the adventures 
that are ahead of us, and silently promise to do our best.  [Pause] 


And now, repeat after me, the pledge:



I pledge allegiance, to the flag, of the United States of America.



And to the Republic, 



For which it stands,



One nation under God,



With liberty and justice for all.


TWO.  Color guards, dismissed.

· Review the following Bobcat requirements – reiterate that all Scouts need to pay attention as we will be earning the Bobcat badge tonight if we do a good job since we have practiced them so much.

In 1907, Lord Baden-Powell took 21 boys with him to Brownsea Island, of England’s 
Southern coast, for what was to be the world’s first Scout camp.  It was successful 
beyond his wildest dreams.  Because of this beginning, Scouting was organized in 
America and 
in many other countries.  Today, there are more than 28 million Scouts 
and Scouters from 160 countries around the world.  Time changes many things, but the 
aims of Scouting are the same today as when it was started.  So let’s review those aims.  
Scouts attention!  Please give the Scout sign and say the cut Scout promise.

· Repeat the Cub Scout Promise: I, [your name], promise to do my best, to do my duty to God and my country, to help other people, and to obey the Law of the Pack.  See page 29 of the Tiger Cub Handbook.  Stress again the importance of getting a copy of the Handbook--parents also use it to record achievements accomplished at home.

· Repeat the Cub Scout motto: Do Your Best.  Practice a Den cheer based on the motto.

· Say the Law of the Pack [you will be a good Cub Scout].

· Tell what Webelos means (We’ll Be Loyal Scouts).

· Tell what the Cub Scout sign means (the sign represents and looks like Wolf ears.  It signifies “I’m ready to listen” and the two parts of the Promise: “help other people” and “obey the Law of the Pack.”  Discuss Akela.

· Show the Cub Scout handshake and tell what it means (two parts of the Promise).

· Practice our den cheer again:
“We are the Tiger Cubs

And no cubs could be prouder.

And if you can’t hear us, 

We’ll say it a little louder!” [repeat]

· Congratulations, those of you who have been to our Den meetings thus far have done what it takes to earn the Bobcat badge!  We will have a ceremony to celebrate – but first introduce the reward can with marbles.  The ultimate prize will be revealed at a future meeting but will be for the whole group.  If someone breaks the rules, a marble comes out.  But if you are good and we reach the line, you will all get something nice involving a special outing.

· Introduce Scouting forms of “applause”:

· “Round of applause” (move hands in a circle)

· Stamp of approval (stomp the ground)

· Gimme a big hand (hold one had out)…louder (hold out other hand)

· Mosquito applause (slap all over)

· Discuss theme tonight: keeping myself healthy and safe

Business Items/Activities
· Reminder of upcoming Pack meeting and Leo Carillo camping in January (15-16, 14 evening OK too)
· Recap recent Den activities: Camp Josepho weekend December 11-12 (have someone share)
· Review need for medical forms and car driver/insurance forms for tour permits; discuss new electronic system (only need to do this once unless info changes)
· Review need for Family Survey forms to help prep for future outings and meetings
· Discuss new website – see if anyone will volunteer to help with inputting advancement and member data
Activities

· Review advancement -- the five achievements (making my family special, where I live, keeping myself healthy and safe, how I tell it, let’s go outdoors).   Need three achievements in each category.  Tiger Cub Badge is earned when boys have completed all 15 parts of the five achievements.  Goal is for all Scouts to earn before end of the school year.

· Achievement 3Fb: have each family plan what to do if the Tiger cub ever becomes lost or separated from his family.  Hints for adult partner:


--Stay where he is rather than keep moving (making a person harder to find)



--Assure them that because they are loved, as soon as others realize that he is not 


with his family or group, they will quickly be looking for him



--If hiking, carry a whistle and ALWAYS use the buddy system



--If they get to a fork in the trail or road and are ahead of the group, ALWAYS 


wait for the group



--Share what you came up with Den

· Achievement 3D: create a food pyramid on paper with pictures from magazines to share at next Pack meeting.  Discuss having healthy snacks at Den meetings.
· Do balloon stomping game while adult partners set calendar for upcoming year (see next agenda item).  HEALTHY SNACK AFTERWARD, NOT BEFORE

· Review code of conduct with the help of the Scouts: only one person speaks at a time, be nice to everyone, always let anyone participate who wants to 

· Achievement 3Fa: each adult partner and Scout plans a family fire drill.  Practice at home before next meeting.  Make map of their house showing escape route.  There will be a fire drill at the next Den meeting.  Change the battery in and test your smoke detector with your adult partner.

· Complete the Character Connection for Health and Fitness (Part of Achievement 3D)

· Know: with a family adult, have a healthy snack.

· Commit: When is it difficult to eat healthy food?

· Practice: What foods are best for your health and growth?

· Achievement #G: Discuss the rules of the game or sport that you will observe during the next Den meeting

Recognition Of Achievements

· Confirm which scouts completed their achievements assigned at last meeting and award achievement beads: 
· Picking a chore to do at home and doing it (Achievement 3D—Character Connection for Health and Fitness -- orange bead) (drop marble in can)
· Award belt loops:

· Soccer belt loops for James, Spencer, and Daniel (Michael to go over requirements first) (marble in can)

· BB gun and archery for those who went to Josepho and participated (marble in can)

· Hiking for anyone who went to Josepho and hiked and doesn’t have already from Emerald Bay (marble in can)

· Discuss animal care belt loop Gram is working towards

· Light candles and award Bobcat badges

· Do “Tigers are pawsome cheer!”

· Discuss next go see it: Achievement 1G--go to Will Rogers on January Hike – January 16?  Make it fun!
· Skit for upcoming Pack meeting: scariest person in the world
Closing
· Confirm the location and date of the next Den meeting (January 18—volunteer to host?)
· Remind everyone again of the upcoming Pack meeting on January 4 – switching to Tuesdays because of Mary Ann’s teaching schedule so she can attend.
· Reminder re activity t-shirts
· Do living circle—Scouts and Den Leader and Assistant Den Leader in a circle; left arm extended to center, palm down, thumb facing right; right arm giving scout sign; grab thumbs; say Scout promise – “I, [your name], promise to do my best, to do my duty to God and my country, to help other people, and to obey the Law of the Pack.”   and motto “Do your best!”
· Retire the colors.  Scouts at attention using the salute they learned during the meeting.
· Clean up: explain that Scouts always leave an area -- whether camping or meeting -- as clean, or cleaner, than they found it.  Introduce Leave No Trace concept.
· Turn in all completed forms.
