Gathering

· Take attendance.
· Gathering activity: draw the food chain and recap the food chain, what natural resources are and how to save them.  (Towards earning the Wildlife Conservation Belt Loop).
· To do for next meeting: learn about an endangered species with your parent(s), draw a picture of it and make a report about it to the Den at the next Den meeting.  Then you will have completed the requirement for the Wildlife Conservation Belt Loop, which will be awarded at the next Den meeting (February 22).
Opening
· Present the colors; conduct the flag ceremony and pledge of allegiance.  Then practice the pledge with the Den and discuss what the words mean -- “united,” “republic,” “liberty,” “justice.”  This is Achievement 2D (orange bead).
· Get a parent to volunteer to learn about a unique flag ceremony our Tigers can learn at the next Den meeting to do at the Pack meeting after that.
· Uniform recognition.  Reminder re uniform inspection at the next Pack meeting and awards at the Blue & Gold Banquet re uniforms.
Business Items
· Confirm the location of the next upcoming Go See It activity in February (Den hike on February 13).  Line up volunteers for hikes in March, April and May.  Note that on the next hike, we will do Achievement 5D (orange bead) towards the Tiger rank: gather leaves on the hike and make a leaf rubbing afterward.  One of these hikes (or a Den meeting at the Nylens’ house) should incorporate visiting a fire station beforehand so we can complete Achievement 2G -- visit a fire or police station and learn how they help us.

· Remind everyone of the new Pack website and upcoming Pack meeting on February 3.
· Remind everyone of the Raingutter Regatta build day on January 23 and the race on February 6.  Bring hot dog buns and drinks.
Activities

· Refresher re the following:
· Say the Cub Scout Promise: I, [your name], promise to do my best, to do my duty to God and my country, to help other people, and to obey the Law of the Pack.  See page 29 of the Tiger Cub Handbook.  Stress the importance of the Handbook.

· Say the Law of the Pack [you will be a good Cub Scout] and discuss what it means.

· Tell what Webelos means (We’ll Be Loyal Scouts).

· Learn the Cub Scout sign and tell what it means (the sign represents and looks like Wolf ears.  It signifies “I’m ready to listen” and the two parts of the Promise: “help other people” and “obey the Law of the Pack.”  Discuss Akela.

· Show the Cub Scout handshake and tell what it means (two parts of the Promise).

· Say the Cub Scout motto (Do Your Best).  Repeat the cheer.

· Achievements:

· Review Will Rogers hike and Leo Carrillo.  Talk about what people liked doing.  Acknowledge that everyone who went to Will Rogers completed Achievement 5F (white bead) -- go outside and watch the weather; and Achievement 5G (black bead) -- take a hike with your den -- those who went to Red Rock or Camp Josepho completed this one too).  Discuss what we saw with the weather -- what did we see?  What did we feel?  What did we hear?  What did we smell?

· Talk about Will Rogers’ House and what it was like to live when he lived there -- and acknowledge that everyone who visited the house also completed Achievement 1G (black bead) -- visit a historic building.

· Confirm everyone has done a fire drill at home, has replaced the battery in their smoke detector, tested to see that it works, and has made plan in the event they get separated from their family (Achievements 3F(a)-(b)--1 white bead total).  Review the buddy system and talk about how it worked at Leo Carrillo (and sometimes didn’t work).

· Review requirements for Cub Scout Outdoor Activity Award (and show example).  Talk about how it will be awarded at Blue and Gold Banquet.

· Hand out tracking postcards and discuss creating a day hike backpack (or putting the necessary requirements in a bag to use in a school backpack).  Discuss what should go in the pack.

· Game: play “Tell it like it isn’t” -- each Cub forms in a line; the first one whispers a sentence to the second, and on down the line; and the last one repeats the sentence out loud.  Play it a few more times, including once as a relay.  This is Achievement 4D (orange bead).

Recognition
· Award music belt loop to James Dean
· Award the following Achievement beads to those who accomplished them:
· Two orange beads (Achievement 2D, Pledge of Allegiance practice, and 4D, playing “tell it like it isn’t”)
· Two white beads (Achievement 5F, go outside and watch the weather, and 3F(a) do a fire drill at home and 3F(b) (create an emergency escape plan)
· Two black beads (Achievement 1G, visit a historic building, and 5G, take a hike with your Den).
Closing
· Confirm the location and date of the next Den meeting (February 22).  Find a volunteer to host.

· Suggest thinking of ideas for a Den name and yell to choose at the next meeting.
· Clean up: explain that Scouts always leave an area -- whether camping or meeting -- as clean, or cleaner, than they found it.  Reminder re Leave No Trace concept.
· Retire the colors.
