Gathering

· Take attendance.
· Gathering activity: gather leaves for leaf rubbings (Achievement 5D).
· To do for next meeting (confirm nobody has done it): learn about an endangered species with your parent(s), draw a picture of it and make a report about it to the Den at the next Den meeting.  Then you will have completed the requirement for the Wildlife Conservation Belt Loop, which will be awarded at the next Den meeting (April 10).
Opening
· Present the colors; conduct the flag ceremony and pledge of allegiance.  
· Get a parent to volunteer to learn about a unique flag ceremony our Tigers can learn at the next Den meeting to do at the Pack meeting after that.
· Uniform recognition.  Reminder re uniform inspection at the next Pack meeting and awards at the Blue & Gold Banquet (remind people of date: June 16) re uniforms.  Also Outdoor Activity Award (show patch) if you have done the following by then:
1. Participate in a nature hike in your local area. This can be on an organized, marked trail, or just a hike to observe nature in your area. 

2. Explain the buddy system and tell what to do if lost. Explain the importance of cooperation. 

3. Attend a pack overnighter. Be responsible by being prepared for the event.

Business Items
· Confirm the location of the next upcoming Go See It activity in May (Dodger Game on May 1).  Mary Ann to discuss.

· Report on Den hike last Sunday -- Beth to discuss.

· Discuss rescheduling the Pinewood Derby.  Tom to discuss.

· Confirm Ken will lead next Den hike -- fossil hike on April 10.  Discuss fact that there will likely not be a hike in May or June and explain why (other events).

· Emerald Bay -- discuss things to bring and what to expect.

· Remind everyone of the new next Pack meeting on February 3.
· Remind everyone of the Raingutter Regatta build day on January 23 and the race on February 6.  Bring hot dog buns and drinks.
Activities

· Refresher re the following:
· Say the Cub Scout Promise: I, [your name], promise to do my best, to do my duty to God and my country, to help other people, and to obey the Law of the Pack.  See page 29 of the Tiger Cub Handbook.  Stress the importance of the Handbook.

· Say the Law of the Pack [you will be a good Cub Scout] and discuss what it means.

· Tell what Webelos means (We’ll Be Loyal Scouts).

· Learn the Cub Scout sign and tell what it means (the sign represents and looks like Wolf ears.  It signifies “I’m ready to listen” and the two parts of the Promise: “help other people” and “obey the Law of the Pack.”  Discuss Akela.

· Show the Cub Scout handshake and tell what it means (two parts of the Promise).

· Say the Cub Scout motto (Do Your Best).  Repeat the cheer.

· Do leaf rubbings.

· Game: toilet tag.

· Achievements:

· Review the visit to the fire station -- Achievement 2G “Where I Live” (black bead).  How do the firemen help us in our community?  How do they live?  How do they sacrifice for our benefit?  

· Confirm everyone has taken turns at a family meal telling others one thing that happened to them that day.  Does not need to be something important.  A great habit to get into.  Gets family members to share with each other and communicate to one another.  Achievement 4F (white bead).

· Leaf rubbing -- Achievement 5D (orange bead)

· Hand out tracking postcards and discuss creating a day hike backpack (or putting the necessary requirements in a bag to use in a school backpack).  Discuss what should go in the pack.

Recognition
· Award certificate (“Most Spectacular Looking”) and beads to Sam Cahill.  Received one white bead and one orange bead already, for doing a chore at home and making a family scrapbook, respectively.  Award the following as well:
Go to a historical building, museum, old farm, library, historical society or visit an older person in the community (1G, black bead)

Look at a map of your community with your adult partner (2F, white bead -- note this is one everyone should do before next Den meeting if you haven’t already)

Practice the pledge of allegiance with your den and participate in a flag ceremony (2D, orange)

Visit a fire station (2G, black)

Make a food guide pyramid (3D, orange)

Share at a family meal (4F, white)

Go outside and watch the weather (5F, white)

Make a leaf rubbing (5D, orange)

Take a hike with your den (5G, black)

· Award skiing and ice skating belt loops to James Dean, plus black, white beads and orange for visiting the fire station/sharing at meals at home/doing leaf rubbing, respectively.
· Award skiing belt loop and black, white and orange beads to Spencer Foote.
· Award animal care belt loop and black, white and orange beads to Gram.
1. Care for your pet for two weeks. Make a list of the tasks that you did to take care of your pet. 

2. Read a book, explore the Internet (with your parent’s or adult partner’s permission), or acquire a pamphlet about your pet. List three new interesting facts that you learned about your pet. 

3. Make a poster about your pet. Share your poster with your den, pack, or family.

Award black, white and orange beads to the rest of the Scouts.

Closing
· Confirm the location and date of the next Den meeting (April 19).  Find a volunteer to host.

· Suggest thinking of ideas for a Den name and yell to choose at the next meeting.
· Clean up: explain that Scouts always leave an area -- whether camping or meeting -- as clean, or cleaner, than they found it.  Reminder re Leave No Trace concept.
· Retire the colors.
