Gathering

· Take attendance.
· Gathering activity: review a map of the neighborhood (Achievement 2F).
Opening
· Present the colors; conduct the flag ceremony and pledge of allegiance.  
· Get a parent to volunteer to learn about a unique flag ceremony our Tigers can learn at the next Den meeting to do at the Pack meeting after that.
· Uniform recognition.  Reminder re uniform inspection at the next Pack meeting and awards at the Blue & Gold Banquet (remind people of date: June 16) re uniforms.  Also Outdoor Activity Award (show patch) if you have done the following by then:
1. Participate in a nature hike in your local area. This can be on an organized, marked trail, or just a hike to observe nature in your area. 

2. Explain the buddy system and tell what to do if lost. Explain the importance of cooperation. 

3. Attend a pack overnighter. Be responsible by being prepared for the event.

Business Items
· Confirm the location of the next upcoming Go See It activity in May (Dodger Game on May 1, Achievement 3G).  Mary Ann to discuss.

· Report on Den hike in April -- Ken to discuss.

· Pinewood Derby.  Tom to discuss.  Race Day May 15.  

· Confirm whether we will have a Den hike in May -- May 23?  Can we slot in despite preparing for Pinewood Derby? Discuss fact that there will likely not be a hike in June and explain why (other events).

· Reminder re next Pack campout -- June 10-12 at Coon Creek. 

· Summer activities -- confirm BBQ at Ken’s house, discuss OC Scout Center outing. 

· Remind everyone of the next Pack meeting on May 5.
Activities

· Refresher re the following:
· Say the Cub Scout Promise: I, [your name], promise to do my best, to do my duty to God and my country, to help other people, and to obey the Law of the Pack.  See page 29 of the Tiger Cub Handbook.  Stress the importance of the Handbook.

· Say the Law of the Pack [you will be a good Cub Scout] and discuss what it means.

· Tell what Webelos means (We’ll Be Loyal Scouts).

· Learn the Cub Scout sign and tell what it means (the sign represents and looks like Wolf ears.  It signifies “I’m ready to listen” and the two parts of the Promise: “help other people” and “obey the Law of the Pack.”  Discuss Akela.

· Show the Cub Scout handshake and tell what it means (two parts of the Promise).

· Say the Cub Scout motto (Do Your Best).  Repeat the cheer.

· Achievements

· See above. 

· Hand out tracking postcards and discuss creating a day hike backpack (or putting the necessary requirements in a bag to use in a school backpack).  Discuss what should go in the pack.

Recognition/Advancement
· Reminder re ScoutTrack -- most people have updated, but several have not.  Need to update for Scout to earn Tiger badge on time at Blue & Gold Banquet.  Also can’t determine from ScoutTrack who has earned but not received belt loops or beads (and even if it could it would be a ton of work for me to figure that out constantly), so you need to tell me when your Scout needs to receive either.  If you give me a week’s heads up before each Den meeting I can pick up what your Scout earned at the Scout store on my monthly run.
· Treasure hunt game -- have Scouts find bags containing the belt loops they have earned.  Have them guess how many the Den earned this month (83) and in how many categories (26).  
· Make sure to mention Baseball pin earned by Flynn Colgin and explain what the pins are, how hard they are to get, and how you wear them
· Go over list of belt loops AND beads and have parents hand to Scout the correct belt loop each time their Scout’s name is called out for that belt loop.
Activity
· Make bugs with clothespins -- Cathy Cahill. 

Closing
· Confirm the location and date of the next Den meeting (May 17).  Find a volunteer to host.

· Suggest thinking of ideas for a Den name and yell to choose at the next meeting.
· Clean up: explain that Scouts always leave an area -- whether camping or meeting -- as clean, or cleaner, than they found it.  Reminder re Leave No Trace concept.
· Retire the colors.
